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Ansarullah- Financial Contribution Rates 

It is obligatory on Ansar to pay chanda Ansarullah regularly. The rates 

are as follows. 

Chnada Majlis Ansarullah = 1% of monthly income  

Chanda Ijtima                 =1.5% of monthly income, payable once a year 

 

Example: If your income is $1000 per month then you must pay 

Chnada Ansar Majlis= $10 each month and  

Chanda Ansar Ijtima= $1.25 each month OR $15 once a year. 

Income means ALL types of earnings such as salary, pension, 

allowances, rents, shares, interest etc. 
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ANSARULLAH - Role model for new generation? 
 

Anṣār’s behavior and lifestyle should be such that it stands out for our 

youth and that we should follow an ideal path of acting upon ten 

conditions of Bai‘at. We should openly recognize our flaws and try to 

improve upon those in our lives. Anṣār should be consistent in their 

private and public lives. Anṣār should realize that the context for our 

younger generations has changed and we all need to understand the 

environment around us. Anṣār need to understand what kind of legacy we 

should be leaving behind. Children look at us and follow what we do. 

Some things may seem minor to you but they are not. For example, your 

dress, when we come to the Jamā‘at functions or come to the mosque for 

Prayers, our dress should be appropriate. 

 Reading Holy Qur’ān  
Read the Holy Qur’ān with a loud voice at home. If the grandfather and 

the father are asleep in the morning then how will the next generation 

will wake up and recite the Holy Qur’ān?  

Etiquette of the Mosque  
Some Anṣār talk when they come for Prayers to the mosque. It is very 

important to stay quiet when in the mosque waiting for the Prayer to start. 

Saying positive things about the Jamā’at  

Always say good things about the Jama’at, Khilāfat, and the   

officeholders, especially, in front of your children. Teach them obedience 

to Khilāfat and the Niẓām-i-Jamā‘at  (system of the Jamā‘at). Do not talk 

bad about any office holder in front of the children; otherwise this will 

poison your next generation. 

Look within the Jamā’at for Spouses  

When selecting spouses for your children, find appropriate marriageable 

candidate within the Jamā‘at. By doing so you can (1) enhance tarbiyyat 

matters (2) avoid various cultural and religious problems. We should stay 

within the Jamā‘at and look at the righteousness of people. Enhance the 

respect of the spouses, daughters, and sisters. 

 

Sūrah Luqmān (Ch31 v 18-19): ‘O my dear son! Observe Prayer, and 

enjoin good, and forbid evil, and endure patiently whatever may befall 

thee. Surely this is of those matters which require firm resolve. And turn 

not thy cheek away from men in pride nor walk in the earth haughtily; 

Surely, Allāh loves not any arrogant boaster.’ 
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
